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Ground Transportation
LETR International Conference
Wednesday Sept. 30 & Sunday Oct. 4

WHAT: As areminder to all our conference attendees, courtesy conference transportation will be offered
to and from the airport before and after the conference. Arrival transportation will be offered from Lynden
Pindling International Airport (LPIA) to Atlantis Paradise Island on Wednesday, September 30 from 10:00
am to 9:00 pm. Attendees arriving at other airports / times will need to make their own ground
transportation arrangements. Departure transportation from the Atlantis Paradise Island to LPIA will run
on Sunday, October 4 from 5:00 am to 1:00 pm. and will depart from the conference hotel for the airport
approximately every 30 minutes.

These are the ONLY times airport transportation will be offered. We strongly urge all attendees to book
their flights to arrive and depart so they may take advantage of the courtesy transportation being offered by
the local program. NOTE: Atlantis Paradise Island DOES NOT provide a courtesy shuttle service to and
from the Lynden Pindling International Airport. LPIA is the only airport where conference transportation is
provided by the local program.

WHERE: Lynden Pindling International Airport (LPIA).
Conference attendees arriving at LPIA will be greeted by members
of the Royal Bahamas Police Force (RBPF) and directed where to
go and how to proceed through the Immigration and Customs
process. Volunteers will then be guided to the lower level baggage
claim area and to the loading area for the buses to Atlantis Paradise
Island.

WHO: Look for the Royal Bahamas Police Force and LETR
Bahamas volunteers inside the baggage claim area on the lower
level near the exit doors. The volunteers will guide you to the
loading area for the vans / buses to Atlantis Paradise Island.

CUSTOMS & IMMIGRATION: On arrival in Nassau, all
passengers are required to proceed through Bahamas Immigration
and Bahamas Customs. On departure, US-bound passengers will
clear United States Customs in Nassau as Lynden Pindling
International Airport is a US pre-clearance facility. Departing
passengers travelling to an international destination other than the
United States will proceed through airport security prior to
departure.
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GROUND TRANSPORTATION ALTERNATIVES: We strongly urge all attendees to book their
flights to arrive and depart so they may take advantage of the courtesy transportation being
offered by the local program. Keep in mind, these are the ONLY times airport transportation
will be offered. The airport is located approximately 12 miles from the conference hotel and
travel time is approximately 30 minutes. Please note if attendees are unable to schedule
their arrival and departure when courtesy conference transportation is being offered they
will need to make their own ground transportation arrangements. Requests for individual
pick cannot be accommodated. Below is a suggested list of alternated transportation.

Taxi Cab Service: Taxis are available on the lower level, outside the baggage claim area. The
estimated fare one way is $33.00 from the airport to Paradise Island —plus the bridge toll. The taxi rates
can vary, so be sure to check with your driver before setting off. Fares can be charged based on the zone
rate or meter rate. Every taxicab must be equipped with a working meter. Fares are based on the first two
(2) passengers. Each additional passenger pays three dollars ($3.00).

Rental Cars: There are many airport car rental companies to choose from and their desks are in the
Arrivals Hall. If you decide to rent a car, please remember that driving in Nassau, Paradise Island is on the
left side of the road. Car rental companies located at the Nassau International Airport are:

Shuttle Service: Airport shuttle services are available from the airport to the hotel. From 1 to 10
persons costs approximately 25.00 USD per person, each way. To ensure availability, we strongly
recommend booking our transfer services at least 48 hours prior to your scheduled arrival or departure.
